PEPCO PROPOSAL TO INCREASE BID FOR RATE INCREASE OF $51.7 MILLION

WHEREAS, public-speared citizens of the Edgewood Civic Association [ECA], serving the Edgewood-Eckington communities for the sake of its citizens, submit petition to the OPC for its representation as advocates against the proposal for rate increase bid of $51.7 million in electric distribution rates.

WHEREAS, PEPCO was awarded a $21 million rate increase in 2008.
WHEREAS, it is inequitable, and is a threat to expose citizens to greater economic hardship, to further impose an increase that could extend out to a five years, without assurance of quality service.
WHEREAS, the citizens have not been provided adequate justification to support said increase; nor details of how PEPCO proposes to pay for such an increase.
WHEREAS, the concern that rate increase would subject ratepayers to certain business risks for stakeholders that may be passed on to consumers without recourse.

WHEREAS, PEPCO currently fails to adhere to its statutory mandate to provide the quality of service that the consumer deserves: In a timely fashion, restoration of outages, power lines down and ineffective communications.

WHEREAS, has not detailed how consumers/ratepayers will be prepared and educated for a wave of future technologies, such as smart meters and the Smart Grid, or how the costs of these new technologies will be allocated.
RESOLVED: That the Edgewood Civic Association conference agreed to oppose the PEPCO proposal of the $51.7 million rate increase bid, that represents an affront to the citizens of the District of Columbia.

FURTHER, ECA calls for decrease in PEPCO’s current rates by $10.4 million as is advocated by OPC on behalf of the citizens of the District of Columbia.  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution be spread upon the minutes of the association and a copy be sent to the OPC and the Executive Office of the Mayor.
